The goal of the group trip is to show God’s love to the people in Ukraine.

It is important to help the poor materially, but we want to emphasise that
without spiritual encouragement and personal contact this is not lasting.
That is why evangelism, singing of worship-songs and hymns and giving
testimony are such an important part of the programme.
